
Ten Pew Latin American Fellows will be selected in 2011. A

grant of $60,000 will be provided by The Pew Charitable

Trusts and administered by the sponsoring U.S. institution,

which will supplement the salary by at least $5,000 a year and

provide full medical bene�ts for the fellow. Following the 

fellowship, the program will issue an additional $35,000 for

the fellow to purchase and ship supplies/equipment to Latin

America to establish his or her laboratory. To apply, potential

candidates must identify and obtain a commitment from a

U.S. laboratory for a postdoctoral position. The program

o� ce will provide assistance to prospective candidates to

identify investigators interested in hiring postdoctoral fellows. 

Pew Latin American Fellows will be selected on the basis of

their promise as outstanding investigators and their commit-

ment to advance biomedical research in their career as an active

member of the science community in  Latin America. Applicants

will also be evaluated on the merit of their research proposal,

record of training and how well their interests align with the pro-

posed sponsor and laboratory in the United States. Applicants

must have been awarded a Ph.D. or M.D. degree by October 1,

2010, but not for more than 5 years as of July 1, 2011.

Candidates must have received their undergraduate and grad-

uate degree from an institution in Latin America. Applicants

may not have had previous postdoctoral or thesis training in the

United States in excess of 18 months prior to July 1, 2011. 

Applicants are not required to have a commitment of a position

and laboratory space after the fellowship to apply. However,

applicants are required to submit a written statement of intent

to return to Latin America. Applications will be initially reviewed

by the  regional nominating committee for their country. Further

review and selection will be completed by the National Advisory

Committee of the program by April, 2011.

Winners will be noti�ed in April 2011, and the fellowship

should begin no later than August 2011.
